Welcome back after the holidays. 
 
We would like to thank you all for your support to the PTA during last term.  The summer fete 
raised £1500.00 and overall the PTA with your help raised £4000.00 during last year.  
 
This money will be spent improving the school grounds.  We are currently in the process of 
ordering playground markings for the main play area. 
 
We have a few things planned from now until Christmas – a quiz night, Personalised Christmas 
cards, Cakes Stalls etc. More information regarding these will be sent out at a later date. 
 
Bag Recylcing 
On Tuesday 29th September we have organised a collection with bag2schools textile recycling.  
Every child has received a bin bag which can be filled with used clean clothing, bedding, curtains, 
soft toys, shoes, belts and handbags.  The school will be paid £400 per tonne of items collected 
( 1 tonne = approx 150 bags!).  So please support our fundraising and have a clear out, anything 
you wish to donate we would be most grateful – mention to family and friends too! 
 
As the school is short of space we can only accept your filled bags on Monday 28th Sept and 
Tuesday 29th Sept before 9.15am - please bring bags to hall.  Should you be able to fill more 
than one bag provided, please just use plain bin bags.  If you would like further details about 
this project, which is popular with many schools and PTA’s, take a look at the website 
www.bag2school.com.
